OCCUPATIONAL CLASSES

Class 1
Persons engaged in professional, administrative, managerial, clerical and non-manual occupations generally.



Examples:
Office Clerk, Office Administrator, Accountant, Lawyer, etc.

Class 2
Persons engaged in non-manual occupations where there is some exposure to risk from work environment or which entail much travel; occupations with mainly supervisory duties but which may include occasional manual work, light manual work.
Examples:
Salesman, Commercial Traveler, Foreman in Light Industries, Supervisor involving visits to construction sites or mines, Production Supervisor, Warehouse Supervisor, Driver, Maid, Laundress, Messenger, Groundkeeper, Slight Machinery Operator, Inspector, Cleaner, Packer, etc.

Class 3
Persons engaged in manual work not of particular hazardous nature but involving the use of tools or machinery

Examples:
Worker, Mechanical Engineer, Welder, Boiler Operator, Generator Operator, Security Guard, etc.

Class 4
Persons engaged in manual work of particular hazardous nature which are not mentioned in the Class 1, 2 and 3 above



Examples:
Offshore Workers, Mining Workers, etc.
